Thank you again for all your love and care and prayers over the past few weeks. | have
returned from Carer’s Leave and cannot thank you enough for the generosity that
enabled me to be present with my family at this time.

My profound thanks to Bishop Peter Stuart, Archdeacon Rod Bower, Fr Gary Atherton,
and the Cathedral Team and Wardens for all that they have done during this time.

On Friday we hosted the very special Valedictory Service for the Newcastle Grammar
School Year 12 students. This beautiful annual tradition is both joy and sadness in the
Cathedral and Grammar Community: joy as these incredible young people enter the next
stage of their lives, and sadness as we farewell them from their time here.

Finally, this week’s poem is an ancient Celtic poem about St Michael. In the Cathedral, we
have the very beautiful St Michael - also known as Warrior’s — Chapel. This chapel was
built onto the Cathedral in 1921. If you watch the video of the drone footage at the
western end of the Cathedral, you can see from the distinctive roofline of the chapel, that
itis like alittle church that has literally been attached to the cathedral. It is a most peaceful
space — especially apt as it was built as a War Memorial.

This poem reminds me of St Patrick’s Breastplate, and other Celtic poetry and song with
the images of being woven into the protection of the saint. In the retreat | recently lead,

Breastplate. If you listen to it, then read the poem, | think you will hear the similarities.
One of the many gifts of Celtic spirituality (a spirituality close to my heart), is the
awareness of the saturated omnipresence of God in creation. This poem concludes with
the acknowledgement of the glory of the Trinity in all things.

Music notes

This Sunday morning’s Eucharist includes an anthem by a little-known
contemporary of JS Bach, Christoph Graupner. His low profile defies the fact that
he composed at least as much music as JS Bach and held significant positions
during his career. The link with Bach is fascinating. After studying in Leipzig
Graupner moved to Darmstadt where he eventually became Music Master of the
Court Chapel. In1722 he applied for a positionin Leipzig. He won the audition, but
his Darmstadt employer refused to release him from his contract. The next to
apply was none other than JS Bach, and the rest, as they say, is history.



Graupner’s posthumous obscurity is partly a result of his success: at his death his
family fought with the rulers of Darmstadt for the rights to his original
manuscripts. Darmstadt won the day, and his music was archived so carefully that
it was not seen again until the twentieth century! His staris now well and truly on
the rise, and lovers of Bach should certainly investigate his brilliant music.
