Dear Parish Family

As | said in my sermon last week, | love the triduum (three days) we celebrate
around All Hallow’s Eve (Halloween), All Saints (All Hallows), and All Souls.
These days, like the Great Three Days, turn our minds to things eternal. At
Easter, our minds are turned to Christ and the hope found in the resurrection;
in this season, it is to our humanity and the promise of life eternal.

So begins a short season between All Saints and Christ the King, traditionally
called ‘Kingdom Season’, where, having turned our focus to life eternal, we shift
our attention to the coming of the Kingdom of God. Our readings over these
next weeks take a particularly apocalyptic tone — which sometimes earn these
passages the (incorrect) moniker of ‘hard gospel sayings’.

Rather than viewing (or hearing) them as hard, | suggest it’s much more
productive for us to hear the challenge that these passages bring, and reflect
on why we find it confronting or ‘hard’. Difficult though this may be, self
reflection is one of the ways in which we grow spiritually.

Finally, this week’s poem Marge Piercy, a US poet, writer and advocate. As well
as hearing complicated gospel passages over the next few weeks, we also hear
from the book of Ruth this week and next. Recently | read that the Book of Ruth,
or more particularly the story of Naomi, was a female ‘Job’.

Certainly Naomi’s cry of:

“Call me no longer Naomi;

call me Mara,

for the Almighty has dealt bitterly with me.
'l went away full,

but the Lord has brought me back empty;
why call me Naomi

when the Lord has dealt harshly with me

and the Almighty has brought calamity upon me?” (Ruth 1. 20-21)
speaks of Naomi’s great anguish.

Music notes

We mark All Souls Day with the beautiful music of Gabriel Fauré. Many
composers have set the music of the Requiem — the Mass for the Dead -
including Mozart, Verdi, Britten, Victoria and Duruflé. If some of those works
draw our attention to the theme of judgment, Fauré’s Requiem evokes
hope. At only one moment in the work — the ‘Day of wrath’ (Dies irae) does
Fauré really turn up the temperature, but still falls far short of Verdi’s operatic
approach in which damnation seems more likely than not! Fauré’s Requiem
was composed in stages, with the orchestration changing each time. In our
service we will hear the accompaniment in a version for violin, cello and
organ.

The service begins with one of the marvels of the musical world - the very
opening of Victoria’s Requiem, a miraculous unfolding of harmony that seems
to briefly make time stand still.

This month St Peters Anglican Church Hamilton celebrates 160 years of worship on
"Camerons Hill ," at the time, as a small mining settlement of 3 localities - Pittown,
Borehole, and Happy Flat. In 1864 services began in a small timber slab hut near the
Australian Agricultural Company's D Pit -The Borehole.

Dating from discovery of coal Circa 1849 near todays Cameron Hill Denison St.
Hamilton was named after Edward T Hamilton (AA Company Governor Board of
Directors) of which the AA Co owned most of the land and operated the mines. The
arearapidly grew and in 1885 the current church was built at a cost of 1900 Pounds
and dedicated 29th October 1885 It was designed by John Horbury Canadian-born
ecclesiastical architect who also designed our Christ Church Cathedral Newcastle
in Gothic style.

Hamilton was proclaimed a Muncipality in 1871 and remained so till 1938 when all
the local councils were amalgamated forming the City Of Greater Newcastle.
Gregson Park at the time was swamp land till 1889 and has today become a focal
point of activity, Train Station built 1872. Mechanics institute 1885, Bowling
Greens1896, Masonic Hall 1907.

The rapid growth in Community infra structure -Shops, Parks, Train, Tram, Bus,
services & Amenities, Housing ,saw Hamilton's population by 1928 in excess of
15,000.

Today 2024, Hamilton together with Beaumont St, sees a completely different
cosmopolitan lifestyle to the past as we share with those in our current
environment.
